Materials Needed: (Bring to class every day)

· note-taking material (3-ring binder, tablet, sketchbook, etc.)
· composition notebook, i.e. journal

· pencils

· calculator (TI-83 or TI-84 will be provided in class and be allowed for check-out if the calculator contract has been signed) – individual calculators will be assigned in class

· for extra credit: index cards (preferably 4x6), copy paper, white board markers, white board erasers, tissues, hand sanitizer, pencil sharpeners, pencils, other school supplies, etc. 

Notebook: It is recommended that you keep an on-going notebook throughout the entire semester. Your notebook should contain all notes that you take throughout each class period. Use these following tabs to stay organized if using a 3-ring binder: 1) DO NOW, 2) Notes, 3) Homework, 4) Quizzes, 5) Projects. There isn’t a tab for tests because all tests will stay in the classroom in your work folder. 

Assignments: These are given daily and the completed assignments will only be accepted the next time the class meets. Late work will NOT be accepted
. The amount of effort and value you give to your assignments and homework greatly contributes to your understanding and learning of the curriculum concepts and your grade. Homework will only consist of what you do not finish in class so it is in your best interest to not procrastinate. However, 4th/5th period, it is highly probable that you will have homework daily due to the shortened class period.
Assessment (Exit Tickets, Quizzes, Unit Tests, Benchmarks, and Exams): You may only use a graphing calculator and a pencil during any assessment unless otherwise stated. For each test a “cheat sheet” (4x6 note card) will be allowed. Any additional aides will be used at the discretion of the teacher. I have a NO TOLERANCE policy for cheating during any test or quiz. If you violate the policy, you will receive an automatic grade of zero on the assessment. Exit Tickets occur daily whereas quizzes occur weekly (each Friday – no matter the length of the day/week). Weekly quizzes only apply to 2nd/3rd and 8th periods. 
Absences: It is crucial that students are present and in class for instruction because of the amount of material being taught. Students are expected to continue their learning and assignments even when they are absent and miss instruction. If a student is absent on a quiz/test day, they will have approximately one week (until the next quiz) to make it up. If you miss class, or are going to be absent for any reason, YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for getting any make up work assigned in class. Be proactive in your education. If you are absent, you have exactly one week from the day you were absent to make up the work. Anything turned in past this time frame will not be accepted. 

Rules: 
· Be respectful to your teachers, classmates, and yourself.

· Groom outside of the classroom.
· Say nice words. 
· Drink only water in the classroom. 
· Be in your seat and prepared (completing DO NOW) when class starts or you will be marked tardy – school policy is 3 tardies = 1 detention
· Sit only in the chairs.  
· Cell phones must be silent and out of sight at all times. If you argue with me about your phone, then I will automatically send it to the front office. Bottom line, don’t be disrespectful and rude about your phone. (extra participation policy in effect for cell phones this year – 10 participation points = a free 100 on any assignment or 5 extra credit points on a quiz/test)
Extra Credit: will not be available to students until all late work is turned in. 

Bathroom Passes (does not apply to 4th/5th period): You must sign out and ask permission before going to the restroom. You will have one bathroom pass per week. If you do not use it, you will earn 5 extra credit points on your weekly quiz.

Collaborative Teams: Students will have the option of selecting seats OR activity partners for the semester.
